When browsing the Internet or using
your siteÕs administrative functions, we
recommend you use a PC equipped
with Windows98 or a Macintosh using
MacOS 8.  We also recommend using
NetscapeÕs Navigator browser (Version
4.5 or newer...) as your Internet
software.  Copies of these software
titles can be obtained at a local
CompUSA, FryÕs Electronics, or through
mail order companies like
Mac/MicroWarehouse.  NetscapeÕs
Navigator browser is now free for
download from their web site at
www.netscape.com.
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Site Customization

Users to your site have the option to
ÒcustomizeÓ the site for their personal use.
The customization form to the right is what
visitors fill out to create their individual
settings file.  Users always have the option
to change their settings in the future.
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Customized Main Menu

Custom users see a modified main menu when they visit the
site.  The user is personally greeted when they visit the site and
can go to issues pages, county specific information, as well as
the six main sections of the site.



Administrative Page

Your site has been designed to be editable
from a secure administrative page that allows
you to add, change, and delete content from
areas of the site and administer data collected
from certain pages.

Administrative Access

You access your administrative menu by
adding Ò/admin/Ó to your URL while using your
web browser.  The address should look like this:
